1. RUNANGA elections
1.1 Elections for the position of Representative are currently underway.  Hapū that will be holding elections this year:

· Ngati Awa ki Poneke

· Ngati Awa ki Tamaki Makaurau

· Ngati Hokopu ki Wairaka

· Ngati Hokopu ki Hokowhitu

· Ngai Tamaoki

Voting packs will be sent to households during the first week of September.  This year voters will be able to cast their vote online.  Voting closes 2 October.
2. 2010 Rūnanga agm
2.1 The AGM will be held on Saturday 27 November 2010.  A venue has yet to be confirmed.

3. housing
3.1 Planning for the Paroa Housing project is underway.  

3.2 The Rūnanga is submitting a further application to the Maori Demonstration Housing fund.  Management is looking to work with Omataroa to develop a retirement village and whare oranga concept at Te Teko. 

3.3 Te Whare Wānanga o Awanuiārangi is advertising for trainees to register for its carpentry course which commences February 2011.  

4. Ngāti Awa Networks Limited / Wireless

4.1 The network has been extended to Opotiki and management is exploring growth to Kawerau, Edgecumbe, Ohope, Coastlands and other locations.  The first stage has focused on securing core businesses.  Part of the next stage will be to make the network available to residential users.

5. Hapū distribution

5.1 Applications for this year’s $5,000 hapū distribution are now available.  Four hapū have yet to claim last year’s allocation.

6. Ngāti Awa Register

6.1 Around 80 new registrations are being processed per month.  Members are encouraged to update their details especially if they have changed address and to advise the Rūnanga when a death occurs.  

7. youth court proposal

7.1 Rangatahi Court represents a new approach to deal with the major problem of disproportionate over-representation of Maori in the criminal justice system.  Rangatahi Courts are operating in Hamilton, Gisborne, Manurewa, New Plymouth and Auckland.  Judge Bidois explained how the model worked and talked about the process required for marae willing to participate.  The Rūnanga supported in principle the establishment of a Rangatahi Court in Ngāti Awa.

8. treaty of waitangi facsimile

8.1 Dr Shearer presented a facsimile of Ngāti Awa signatories to the Treaty of Waitangi and also provided a provenance which will be displayed alongside the framed document in the Rūnanga office.

9. edgecumbe college open day

9.1 Mihi Maloney, Principal Edgecumbe College invited members to the school’s open day on Tuesday 14 September 2010 from 3pm-5pm.
10. local body elections

10.1 A number of Ngāti Awa members are making themselves available for the local body elections.  Hapū are encouraged to give their support. Voting is by postal vote and closes 9 October 2010.
